 IRAQ

Médecins Sans Frontières (MSF) is an international, non-governmental, medical and humanitarian organization created in France in 1971.

MSF was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 1999. Non profit organization, Médecins Sans Frontières (MSF) activities are first and foremost medical. They primarily consist in providing curative and preventive care to people in danger, wherever they may be. All MSF missions are carried out in respect of medical ethics.

The aim of the organization is to provide medical humanitarian aid to populations in distress irrespective of race, sex, religion, creed or political convictions.

Since April 2003, the evolution of the situation in Iraq has been of great concern. Violence has increased in intensity and has had dramatic consequences on the population. Aware of the difficulties facing the health facilities in dealing with the high number of casualties, Médecins Sans Frontières has developed programs to assist Iraqi victims of violence. MSF is directly assisting several Iraqi hospitals that are involved in treating the casualties by providing them with drugs, medical supplies. MSF also organizes trainings outside Iraq for Iraqi doctors and nurses.

Since August 2006, Médecins Sans Frontières has provided medical health care to Iraqi victims of violence. Within two years, MSF has treated 556 Iraqi victims of violence in Amman Surgical Project.   

Respecting the principle of impartiality, neutrality and independence, MSF accepts all victims without discrimination. The confidentiality of medical information is strictly confined to the hospitals MSF is working in.  

MSF’s funds depend on private donors from all over the world. MSF does not receive any support from any governments or religious committees or any international agencies.

MSF programs targets patients, who suffer from injuries directly related to violence in Iraq. It is essential to note that the project accepts patients coming from any religious denomination, political group, tribe or location in Iraq, without any discrimination.
MSF is able to care for Iraqi patients inside its hospitals suffering from:

· Maxillofacial injuries: including fractures, bone defects, skin and soft tissues defects – that affect breathing, eating or speech capacity, even if infected.

· Orthopedic Sequelae:  including non union, mal-union, bone infections, bone loss defects and soft tissue defects that reduce patient’s ability to use the limbs. If patients need prosthesis it will be provided in Jordan, but this cannot be the sole reason for their acceptance in the program. Its worth to mention that we are not doing spinal or joint replacement surgeries. 

· Consequences of severe burns: skin contractions with function reduction (reduced movements, impaired eating or speech ability, hand function). Plastic surgery will not be considered for patients that have aesthetic sequelae without functional impairment.

The program is totally free of charge for the patients. Transport costs will be covered by MSF. Patients will be accommodated either in a hospital or during their convalescence, in a hotel. If patients can bring with them a close family member to help provide care, transport and accommodation for this person will be provided by MSF if they are needs. Decision will be taken after consultation. Transport and accommodation for this person will be provided by MSF as well.

Patient referral needs to be made directly by phone or e-mail contact. Patients can be self-referred, i.e. it is not absolutely necessary to have medical files or to be in contact with a practitioner in Iraq.
